Strategy

Don’t park **it there

Pick **it up

We’re cleaning **it up

Take **it home



Implementation

• End of July – mid-September 2021

• £20,000

• Guerilla launch

• Out of home – digital and bus sides

• Signage

• Social media (www.twitter.com/_sortitout_) – organic and paid

• Limited press

• In situ

Scoring and evaluation

• 50% reduction in illegal camping on beaches (from 51 incidents 
in July to 24 incidents in August)

• Tonnage of litter left on the beaches down from 34 tonnes in July, 
to 9 in August)

• Number of vehicles requiring towing for flyparking (26 in July, 7 in 
August)

• Number of open fires on beaches (126 in July, 81 in August.)
